How does it work?

Representatives of cleaning employers and
cleaners will meet to negotiate a new set of
minimum pay and conditions, that will sit above
the legal minimums. You will have the chance to
discuss what you would like to see in the Fair Pay
Agreement and to vote on the final proposal in
meetings with other cleaners. Once we have one
in place, your employer must apply it.

The Fair Pay Agreement doesn’t replace your
normal employment agreement - it simply
sets out in law a new set of minimum pay and
conditions that your employer must meet.
